The handsome trophy and title of World Microcomputer Chess Champion
went to Chess Challenger,
There were three prizes for the best performances by non-commercial
entries. The prizes (£500, £250 and £100) were awraded to:
1-2 (shared): Mike 3.0 and Rook 4.0; 3: Vega 1.7 (winner of the non-
commercial prize in last year's PCW micro chess tournament).
The best games played in the tournament and in the little challenge
match that followed were all those between Challenger and Boris
Experimental. Very interesting positions arose in Challenger's games
against Sargon 2.0 and Viktor, the new champion being rather lucky
to win them both.
