
07-1981 [P-4501] Applied Concepts - Borcheck Encore (checkers computer) 

If you search on eBay in 2025 for Chafitz and Applied Concepts computers from the 70s or 

80s, you will notice that the asking prices are often much higher compared to other brands 

from that time. An asking price of $350.00 for a Modular Game System + Morphy Edition 

Master Chess from 1981 is a steep price. Does this brand have something nostalgic and 

romantic from times gone by? Or is there a case of little supply and a fairly high demand? It 

will probably be a combination of both! In my archive I came across the Borcheck Encore, 

and I have the impression that this model is even rarer than, for example, a Morphy Encore or 

a Steinitz Encore. For me a reason to put a small item about the Borcheck Encore online. 
 

 

 
 

The Borcheck computer program for the DAME game exists in two versions: 
 

1. as a permanently installed module in the BORCHECK-ENCORE computer for the 

checkers game shown above. If necessary, the module can be replaced by the service 

center if even stronger programs are available.  
 

2. as the “BORCHECK MASTER CHECKERS” module for exclusive use with the 

GREAT GAME MACHINE multi-game computer. It can be easily installed in the 

multi-game computer by hand in just a few seconds.  
 

The program is identical in both cases, except that it works twice as fast as in the 

BORCHECK-ENCORE computer when installed in the GREAT GAME MACHINE 

multi-game computer. It plays according to the American rules of the UCF (American 

Checkers Federation). BORCHECK contains a large number of common openings and 

executes its first four to six opening moves without any thinking time, exactly according 

to the theory book. The playing strength of BORCHECK can be adjusted in seven levels. 

At the highest level, it is able to predict the entire game for up to 20 moves (10 for White 

and 10 for Black) and should therefore be almost unbeatable for human opponents.  
 

BORCHECK is not only suitable as a partner for strong players, it is also an excellent 

learning tool thanks to its sophisticated technology. It plays entire games for the learner 

(playing against itself), suggests moves, lets the learner undo incorrect moves, swaps its 

position with that of its opponent on request or plays all kinds of handicap games. 

BORCHECK even has a sense of humor! During the game, he makes resigned, mocking 

and ironic comments on his illuminated display. Most of these comments are genuinely 

position-related.
